Public Safety will provide at least one bathroom break inside the USC Aiken Convocation Center 
for patrons in line.  At 10:00AM, when tickets go on sale, they will be sold in a “best available” 
manner.  There will be no opportunity for patrons to request particular seating due to the 
demand for this particular show.
